I.  Welcome and Opening Prayer

a. Barb, Carolyn, Suzie, Angela, Tim, Peg and Bridget were present.

II.  Approval of Minutes from May 2010 meeting

a.  Barb motioned for approval of minutes, Angela seconded and minutes were approved.

III. Treasurer’s report (Tim) - introduction of our new treasurer - Welcome Peg Rovi!

a.  Tim produced a detailed report of our finances.  As of August 31, 2010 our balance was 

$12, 335.93.  It will be reduced by $200 to pay for Alumnifinder.  Thus, our total will be $12, 135.93. (4th quarter interest has not been included.)  

IV. Old Business

a. Golf Outing Re-cap (Steve H)

Steve did a phenomenal job, but was unable to attend.  He will be stepping down from Golf Chair but is willing to assist in getting golfers and sponsorships.  136 golfers participated, leaving us with a net profit of $17, 713.62.  This was an increase of $10,000 from 2008, and an increase of $5, 000 from 2009!  Split the pot was down a bit, but the raffle and live auction were more successful.  Carolyn also noted we saved money as we did not send out magnets or brochures.  The goody bags were also reduced to golf balls and tees.  We also had more sponsorships than previous years.  Due to the rain, some volunteers ate for free, but we need to check how much money was saved.  Tim has created a goals and timeline sheet for a Golf Chair to utilize as reference.
b. Bags Tournament Re-Cap/ Alumni Association participation (Barb G)
After some discussion, we decided that in the future the Alumni Association will promote the Bags tournament using alumni lists and the website.  

c. Homecoming Social Outing Update (Bridget M)

Bridget has been hard at work deciding on a locale for the Homecoming Social event.  She was able to get information from Fitz’s and Riley’s.  After some discussion, Riley’s was chosen for the Homecoming gathering which will happen at Riley’s, October 1, 2010 at  9 p.m.  This decision was made to rotate functions among Alum businesses.  
d. Scholarship Update (Angela)

Due to the hard work of the Golf Committee, we were able to distribute scholarships totaling 

$18, 175.  $9, 575 was distributed to those who received math and placement exam scholarships.  $8,600 was distributed to those in financial need.
On a side note, Bridget noted that at the Class of 2000 reunion, money was collected in memory of Patrick DeMauro.  She has the donations and will send it to Carolyn.
e. Development Update (Carolyn)
Carolyn reviewed feedback from an Alumni survey.  She noted the feedback was positive.  Of the Alums that responded (230), the boat cruise and a wine tasting were potential events that were of interest.  Respondents also noted they wanted to hear more about Alumni.  Bridget suggested doing a “Facebook Friday Feature Alumni.”  Six respondents were interested in volunteering.
